Thanks to your generosity, and the generosity of our communities and families,
the council has reached nearly $97,000 in the Friends Of Scouting campaign, which is
55% of our $175,000 goal.

Our hope is to raise our FOS goal by June 30 each year so that we can spend the sec-
ond half of the year putting most of our efforts into camping programs and youth recruit-

As you paln your 2009 2010 Scouting calendar, please remember to schedule
your unit Friends of Scouting presentation. We would like to conduct a presentation in every unit in the first quarter of
the year, preferably at a Blue and gold Banquet or a Troop Court of Honor.

Troop Courts of Honor

Excerpt from The Scoutmaster Handbook: “A
Scout should receive his new badge as soon as possible
after his achievement has been certified by a board of
review. A Simple ceremony at the conclusion of a troop
meeting or during a campout is ideal...” “In addition, a
troop holds a court of honor every three months - a for-
mal recognition with families, friends, and the public in
attendance.” Does your troop hold a court of honor
every three months? If not, you may be losing Scouts
because of advancement issues.

When young Scouts come directly from Cub
Scout packs they are conditioned to receive recognition
for their efforts. Many packs use the instant recognition
kits, giving the Cub Scout a bead right away. Webelos
Activity Badges are often given out monthly. If they
come to your troop and don’t get recognized with ad-
vancement until your “annual” court of honor, the Scout
may well lose interest... A court of honor doesn’t have to
be a huge deal, but recognition of your Scouts is impor-
tant, and easy to do. As part of the program planning
process, please schedule additional courts of honor - you
may be very surprised at how many of these new Scouts
you retain!

Opportunity. That is what we owe the kids in our communities - the opportunity to join a quality Scouting
program in their area.

16 years old. We are also looking into conducting career and hobby surveys in middle schools and high schools to
help with Exploring and Venturing recruitment.

The second thing you can do is address the “quality” issue of your program by making it the very best that it
can be. Make sure that all of your leaders are basic trained. Training is getting easier to do all the time with many
courses becoming available online. Conduct a program planning session and organize your Scouting year well in
advance. Plan for outings, fundraisers, and regular meetings and make sure that your unit calendar is written
down, published, and made available to all families. People want to join a winning team and you need to show oth-
ers that your unit IS a winning team! It is also easier to recruit additional leaders when they see that you have a
well-organized unit. Make it a habit to attend your district’'s monthly Roundtable. It is a perfect time to learn from
other leaders and to share your ideas with them.

More. Yes, we want more. More kids, more money, more programs, more volunteers, more of everything!
And we want it now... Our kids deserve more, so let’'s “Do Our Best” to find more and to make our Scouting pro-
grams in Lincoln Trails the very best they can be.

Advice for Personal and Unit
Web Sites

While units and members act as private individuals when com-
municating with the public, the National Council provides the following
advice for those who use the internet to promote and support their units
or to communicate to the public about Scouting:

DECORUM

Scouters should exercise propriety and good taste. Remember
that the internet (including web sites, chat rooms, bulletin boards, and
even e-mail messages) is a public medium. Your conduct reflects not
only on yourself and your unit, but also on the entire Scouting move-
ment whenever the audience knows you are a Scouter.

PERSONAL SAFETY

While most internet users are honest, there is a criminal ele-
ment that seeks information as a way to gain access to victims. For that
reason, be especially careful about providing any personal information -
names, e-mail addresses, phone numbers, etc. Always get written per-
mission before posting personal information about adult volunteers, and
never publish personal information about youth members. If you display
or post images of adult and youth members involved in Scouting activi-
ties on your web site, you should first obtain written permissions from
the adults and the parents or guardians of any youth members.

LEGAL ISSUES

Myriad federal and state laws govern publishing in any medium,
including the internet - copyright infringement, privacy of information,
defamation, etc. You should familiarize yourself with these laws so you
can ensure that the information you publish doesn’t create any legal
problems for you or your chartered organization. Key among these le-
gal issues are that (1) you should never collect personal information
about youth members over the internet, and (2) you should never repro-
duce or display on your web sites content from some other source with-
out written permission.

BSA POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

All policies and procedures that apply to any activity are still in
effect when that activity is conducted on the internet. For example, any
online recruiting must be done in accordance with policies and proce-
dures that govern offline recruiting.

. If the project included collecting items, record the number of items collected.

Outdoor Program is
Key to Retention

Years ago, Baden-Powell observed that out-
door experiences are a magnet, attracting and captur-
ing the enthusiasm of youth. With an increasing num-
ber of youth living in urban and suburban communi-
ties, their quest to get outdoors is undoubtedly
stronger than ever.

Enduring units are those that plan and carry
out an outdoor program every month throughout the
year. Outdoor activities may include day hikes, con-
servation and service projects, overnight camping,
camporees, day camp, family camp, summer camp,
special outdoor events, cold weather camping, and
high adventure. Not every experience has to be over-
night. Daytime activities are easier to plan and may
result in higher participation because of the smaller
time commitment.

Experiential education is an increasingly
popular pursuit of schools seeking the attention of
youth who are bored by academic endeavors. Long
ago, the BSA recognized this as an effective tool to
motivate and teach young people. This is evident in
Scouting’s outdoor programs today.

Developing and organizing outdoor programs
that are age-appropriate will capture the interest and
enthusiasm of youth. By offering meaningful outdoor
programs, youth grow mentally, emotionally, and
physically, and the number of active youth in Scouting
will increase. We have a greater impact on the lives
of youth when they remain in our programs over a pe-
riod of years, resulting in a lifetime of achievement
through Scouting.
