The best time to do the presentation is at a Pack Blue and Gold Banquet or a Troop Court of
Honor, when most of the parents are present. We also want to conduct the presentation early in 2010 so that families can pay
for their pledge over several months instead of having to write a check. Thank you for your help with this project.

A Century of Values2010 FOS
